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WHAT IS SUMMER SLIDE?
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Summer Slide refers to the amount of learning lost by
students due to lack of practice over the summer
months. 2 months of reading and 2 Y2 months of math
ore lost over a single summer. This loss is cumulative,
so by middle school a student will have lost 2 years of
learning. To combat this, teachers will spend 4-6 weeks
reteaching in the fall.

Looking to prevent summer slide? Here are a few ideas:

READING

Read for an hour every day

Your child's teacher can let you know the appropriote
level for your student. Participating in the summer
reading progrom at our local library was something |
always did with my own children.
